This is a summary of income & expenses incurred July 1, 2002 through June 30, 2009. This does not
include extensive donated labor or product by parishioners. During the entire period, we received pay-
ments of $1,773,115 from parishioners, etc. through June, 2009. Phase II Generations of Joy Campaign
pledging and giving for debt retirement on Phase I and savings for the new church and gym, began May,
2006 and was suspended in April, 2009. As of June, 2009, with parish reserves, we prepaid the debt and

the balance needed to replace those reserves is $143,388.
