Question of the Week—April 10, 2011
5th Sunday of LENT - GOSPEL: John 11: 1-45

Today’s familiar gospel story of Jesus calling forth Lazarus from the tomb has many
facets. Jesus did not rush to heal Lazarus when word first came that he was ill. When
Jesus does arrive at Lazarus’ tomb, he wept. Some people said how much Jesus
loved Lazarus, and others questioned why Jesus, who had opened the eyes of the
man born blind, did not save Lazarus from death. How often in life we see what is
before us, but we do not truly understand. The raising to life of Lazarus powerfully
illustrates the promise made to us at Baptism: “l am the resurrection and the life;
whoever believes in me, even if he dies, will live, and everyone who lives and
believes will never die.” Jesus is telling us that the spiritual life of the Christian, which
begins at Baptism, will never die. Our physical body dies, but never our spirit, our
essence as children of God.

QUESTION: How do Jesus’ words in this gospel story affect your perception of
death? Has your view of death changed over the years? If so, how?

Your Stewardship Matters

“So they took away the stone.”
(John 11:41)

Perhaps one of Our Lord’s greatest miracles was the raising of Lazarus. Yet, we see
that even in this great miracle Jesus calls others to act. He tells the crowd to roll
away the stone from the tomb. And they protest, saying it will stink. How often do we
think that something God is asking us to do might “skink” - whether it is giving more
of our time, our talent or our treasure? Yet, if we are willing to follow Our Lord’s
command and take away the stones that block us from participating in God’s work,
we can expect great miracles in our
